Reserved Categories (SC/ST/OBC-A/OBC-B) candidates will have to choose their option for 
Category preference for admission and to click on final submit button.  
[Note- The SC/ST/OBC-A/OBC-B candidates who have found their place in the unreserved merit list on the 
basis of their merit will have to choose their option on whether they would like to be placed in the 
unreserved merit list or in the separate merit list for reserved categories (SC/ST/OBC-A/OBC-B).

  The Admission fee of Rs. 13,770/- for General, SC, ST, OBC-A & OBC-B (Day scholar) candidates 
has to be deposited on the day of admission by cash through Bank-challan at Belgachia branch only of 
Union Bank of India located at University Campus. [*Service charge and Applicable tax are extra].
